Jeremy Clifton brings home five medals!

Having received a bone marrow transplant
in 2005 after been diagnosed with Chronic
Lymphocytic Leukaemia, Jeremy Clifton, 38,
was selected to represent Britain in the 18th
World Transplant Games in Sweden this June.
Competing on the 6th anniversary, to the
day, of his bone marrow transplant Jeremy
came home with a total of five medals from
the event, which takes place every two years,
with over 1,000 athletes representing over
50 countries.

Jeremy won silver medals in long jump, high
jump, discus and shot putt and was also awarded
a bronze medal in the cricket ball throw.

Jeremy said, "l would like to say.a huge thank

you to the whole Bone Marrow Transplant team

at Seuthampton General Hospital for all their
support, skill and experience over the last eight
vears in getting me into.a position where | was able
to compete in the World Transplant Games.”

I obviously couldn't have done it without them
and of course my brother who was my transplant
donor. | would also urge everybody to join the
bone marrow register, which is so Important in
helping patients such as myself towards recovery”
Jeremy and his family are kindly supporting
the Red & White Appeal, which will benefit

atients such as himself. After completing a
40km sponsored walk last year, Jeremy hopes
to fundraise further for the project over the
coming months
