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A Data Protection Impact Assessment (DPIA) is a way to help an organisation assess how a particular project, proposal or process might affect the personal data of patients or staff.  It will identify any significant risks and issues and allow the project team to identify how these risks might be mitigated.  The DPIA is then included in all the governance material and decision documents that are taken with regard to the project.   

The DPIA must:
· describe the nature, scope, context and purposes of the processing;
· assess necessity, proportionality and compliance measures;
· identify and assess risks to individuals; and
· identify any additional measures to mitigate those risks.

At UHS, our Data Protection Officer, leads on training and education colleagues about the importance of carrying out a DPIA.  They work closely with colleagues and external companies to ensure that DPIAs and the rights of our patients and staff are protected when any new or innovative processing is considered. 

Below is a short summary of all the DPIAs completed in 2018/19.  This will be updated periodically as more are completed or updated.
